E-Safety and Grouping Data

We will begin by using labels to put 
objects into groups and labelling these 

groups. We will demonstrate that we can 
count a small number of objects, before 

and after the objects are grouped. We will 
then begin to demonstrate our ability to 
sort objects into different groups, based 
on the properties we choose. Finally, we 

will use our ability to sort objects into 
different groups to answer questions 

about data.

In E-Safety, we will be learning to manage 
online information and begin thinking

In geography, we will be learning about the four 
countries that make up the United Kingdom. We
