E-Safety and programming animations

In term 6 we will build on our previously 
learnt programming skills. Through the use 

of the app ScratchJ, we will learn how to 
do on-screen programming. Year 1 will use 

programming blocks to use, modify and 
create programs. There will be an 

introduction to algorithms so that year 1 
will be exposed to the early stages of 

program design. 
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Learning Journey – Science, Geography and Art. 

How would you use a map and directions to find 
your way around the wildlife park?

Now that we know the countries and capital cities of 
the UK, we will go on to identity the seas that 

surround the UK. We will learn how to use a compass, 
key and symbols on the map in an atlas and on a 

digital map. Throughout we will learn and use 
directional and locational language. In our science 

lessons we will explore different types of animals and 
the features of common animals. We will also learn 

about humans and our different senses. Our art 
lessons will begin by observing other artists designs 
and sculptures. By the end of the learning we will 

have learnt how to manipulate malleable materials 
and will each have made a sculpture out of clay.
